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A Note From the President 
 
 I decided that with the new band plan that 
came out this year, getting  
 100KHz on 80m phone was finally enough 
justification for taking the Extra Class exam.   
After essentially ignoring it for most of the  
year, about a week ago I decided that  I was 
going to just take the test, and I better find at 
least make some time to study for it.  At  the 
Kalamazoo Hamfest, I left the very interesting 
DStar forum early and went off to take the test. 
 
Taking the test hasn't been an easy decision for 
me.  First, I hold an Advanced class license 
which is now the only license class left that  
required passing the 13WPM code test.  
Second, I have had my Advanced  ticket for a 
very long time, about 37 years give or take a 
few months.  Finally, for most of the time I 
have had an amateur radio license, there has 
been the road block of having to pass a 
20WPM code test, Morse Code and I have 
always had a troubled relationship.  
The last time I took an amateur radio exam was 
back in 1969.  Back then you had to go to the 
FCC field office.  Cleveland was the closest 
place for me to go, they held tests every 
quarter.  The day I took the test, I got to skip 
out of school.  I rode to work with my dad and 
met another ham friend there.  

The 2 of us hopped on to the  Shaker Rapid (a 
trolley car system that ran from University 
Heights through Shaker  
Heights to the Terminal Tower in the center of 
downtown Cleveland).    It was an exciting day 
for two teenagers on their own in a big city.   
We took our tests, found our way back to the 
suburbs that afternoon. We then waited what 
seem like forever until a letter arrived from the  
FCC.  As I recall you couldn't tell from the 
outside if you passed or  not, but inside was my 
new license. 
 
This came rushing back to me while I was 
sitting there waiting for the VE to grade my 
Extra test.  Watching him, I knew that there 
were several questions that he was marking 
wrong but after a bit  he looked up and  
smiled at me.  I was pretty sure I had passed. 
 
I am excited about being an Extra, taking that 
test has been sitting  
over my head for a very long time. At the same 
time I feel I have left  
an old friend behind, my Advanced license has 
served me well for all

Tech Corner 
 
This is just a little one but you can avoid a 
nasty surprise by knowing it.  Most electrolytic 
capacitors are marked with a “+” and a “-“.  If 
you apply voltage to one of these capacitors 
with the leads reversed it may cause it to fail 
and in some cases explode!   
 
There are also “non-polar” electrolytic 
capacitors. These may be connected either way 
and in some cases are used on AC current. The 
start capacitor on an AC motor is a good 
example of a non-polar capacitor. Non-polar 
caps don’t have a plus minus marking.
